A petition is a statement of grievances or merita public
matter to which the petition seeks to invite theraion of
the authority to whom it is addressed with a prafger
redressal.

Scope of petitions

1. Petitions may be presented to or submittethéo
house with the consent of the Speaker on:

a. any matter connected with the business pending
before the House;

b. a matter within the power of the House to eddy

c. any matter of general public interest provitteat it
is not the one for which remedy is available under
the law; including rules, regulations, bye-laws mad
by the Government; or

d. a request for the House to take one or more
specified actions.



2. No petitions shall be received which requebtd t
provision made for imposing, increasing or
reducing any tax or for imposing, increasing or
reducing any charge on revenue from the
Consolidated Fund of Bhutan unless recommended
by the Druk Gyalpo.

3. Any matter of general public interest providadt
it is not one:

a. which falls within the cognizance of a courtlaiv
having jurisdiction in any part of Bhutan or a dour
of enquiry or a statutory tribunal or authority or
guasi-judicial body , or a commission.
